How to Share Your Testimony 

1. Preparation

• Spend time in meditation and prayer 

• Write it down as a Journey. Have a before, how (fork in the road), and after 

• Focus is… From Brokenness to Wholeness

2. Delivery

• Timing. Keep it short and focused… a 30 sec, 5 min, and 10 min version

• Natural. Through practice you will begin feeling comfortable and natural

• Clarity. Clearly present the gospel but avoid “Christianese”

What is 
Character?

Root Meaning:

• Archaic - inscribe; engrave.

• from the same as 5482; a graver 
(the tool or the person), i.e. (by 
implication) engraving 
(("character"), the figure stamped, 
i.e. an exact copy or (figuratively) 
representation):--express image.

By Beholding…

“We all with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed 
into the same image from glory to glory (from character to character), even as by 
the Spirit of the Lord.” [2 Corinthians 3:18.] Beholding Christ means studying His life 
as given in His Word. We are to dig for truth as for hidden treasure. We are to fix 
our eyes upon Christ. When we take Him as our personal Saviour, this gives us 
boldness to approach the throne of grace. By beholding, we become changed, 
morally assimilated to the One who is perfect in character. By receiving His imputed 
righteousness, through the transforming power of the Holy Spirit, we become like 
Him. The image of Christ is cherished, and it captivates the whole being.
